When my hus-
band was in the hospital, members 
provided transportation, meals, pray-
ers and a prayer shawl. It was great-
ly valued at the time, but also means 
so much to remember later onð
now.ò 

ñTwo of the largest one-time gifts to 
BUMC came from the states of two 
men, Reuben Krieger and Chet Van 
Amburg, who rarely attended 
church. Krieger, who lived well into 
his 80s, had fond memories of Sun-
day School at 4th and Mountain; his 
bequest endowed the bulk of the 
Krieger-Peterson Fund, which has 
been used for youth ministry. Van 
Amburgôs wife Joyce attended 
church occasionally, and he remem-
bered the church in his will. These 
two examples prove that we never 
know the impact that a church has in 
someoneôs life.ò 

ñThank you to Pastor Emily for her 
generosity. Most generous people 
are many in our church. A list of 
some: Shirley Wilsey, Joyce and 
Tim Patterson, Rev. Emily and fami-
ly, Stu & Barbara Boyd, Linda and 
Ross Armour, Staff-Parish Rela-
tions, Trustees, Finance Committee, 
Wednesday Workers, UMW ladies.
